Emergency Medical Forms

There are 3 medical forms and an authorization form that we use for marching season and band trips.  I want to explain all 3 forms as well as the authorization form so you know how each form should be filled out. I will need these forms before your student participates in marching band or travels with the band.  If you are receiving this for a band trip, I will be returning the forms that you already turned in for marching season. If the information on these forms is accurate and up to date, just sign each form again and date it. If the form needs changed, please fill out a new form.

#1- (Emergency Medical Authorization)

This is a form that everyone must have filled out and returned. This is the Official Emergency Medical Form.

#2- (Authorization for medical treatment)

This is the form that must be filled out if your student is bringing any prescription drugs administered by a physician. The medication must be in its original bottle. Your physician must sign the form with any additional medical information that he or she may have about your student. The medicine will be kept with the chaperones and will be distributed to the student per the Physicians instructions.  This also includes bee sting kits and inhalers. If you and your physician feel that your child should keep this kit or inhaler with them at all times, I will need the physician to tell us on the form.  Please bring this medication with you on the day of luggage drop off, so we can organize it in our medical kit.

#3- (Authorization for over-the-counter medication or treatment)

This form gives us permission to distribute over-the-counter medication to your child in emergency cases. Please be sure to mark what the dosage that should be given to the student for each over-the-counter medication that they will be bringing.  Please have this medication in a bag, marked with the students name on it. We will check this in the day before as well.

Authorization for using Tylenol or Advil

This gives our chaperones the permission to distribute Tylenol or Advil to your student per the dose that you put on the form. Do Not send in this medication. The band boosters will supply this. This will keep us from having 50 separate Tylenol/Advil bottles on the trip. 

I must have a white Emergency Medical Form from everyone. The other forms need to be turned in Only if you are bringing Prescription drugs or over-the-counter medication to band camp or the trip. The students will keep NO medication with them, unless ordered by a physician.
