Band Camp Rules and Regulations

· As a Springfield Township Board of Education approved educational field trip, all school rules, conduct and behavior as listed in the S.H.S. Handbook will be in effect throughout the entire trip.  Infractions will be dealt with on the spot and then reported to the administrators at school to decide if any further action is warranted.

· Flagrant violations involving alcohol, chemical abuse, theft or destruction of property will result in the immediate return of those student(s) involved to Springfield via the next available form of public transportation.  This will be at the expense of the parent or guardian.

· Curfews will be established and announced each day.  Cabin checks will be made by the chaperones.  Students will not be permitted to leave their cabins for any reason during the night.  Not being in your cabin at curfew or being out of your cabin at night will be handled as a major infraction of the rules.

· NO HAZING!! The state of Ohio and the local school boards have made it quite clear regarding this topic.

· Boys will not be permitted in the girls’ cabin and visa versa at any time.  NO EXCEPTIONS!!  If an infraction occurs, both parties involved will suffer the consequences.

· Disrespect of any nature shown towards the chaperones, directors, or staff will not be tolerated.

· While at camp, we need to make sure that it stays as clean as it was when we got there.  Any problems will delay our schedule (usually free time) until the mess is cleaned up. This includes no throwing of food in the dining hall!

· All medications must be registered and kept with the nurse unless the student’s physician has given documentation to us for the student to keep the medication with him/her.

· Everyone must be at all meals.

· As camp continues, please try to respect the privacy and property of others.  You will be tired and a little grouchy… let’s keep other peoples feelings in mind.

· No running after dark. We have had accidents in the past.

· When marching on the field, please wear comfortable shoes and socks to prevent blisters. No bare feet while marching or walking around the camp. No sandals while marching.  Please dress appropriately for rehearsals.  Wearing huge, bell bottomed jeans to a rehearsal in the middle of July is not a good idea. They are hot, and hard to march in.  Dress comfortably at rehearsal.   

· The band department is an important part of the school system and the community.  You are a large, colorful, visible, hard working, disciplined segment of the student body.  Everywhere, from Springfield High School to Camp Muskingum, we will be judged as a group, not as individuals.  People will form an immediate opinion of our school and community from your actions, attitudes and behavior.  Let’s give them something pleasant to talk about and remember.
